My friend, Malachi 3:4 says, Then the offering of Judah and Jerusalem will be pleasant to the
LORD, as in the days of old, as in former years. I believe that part of the offerings of days of old
were the commanded offerings that were to be brought during Passover/Unleavened Bread,
Shavuot, and Sukkot (Exodus 23). I believe that there is a special first fruits blessing when these
offerings and feasts are restored. After verse 4 in Malachi 3 the Lord speaks through Malachi and
says that [He] will come near you for swift judgment (remember, judgment is a friend of the
righteous!), and He promises to return to us if we return to Him. In verse 7 and 8, it says But you
said, in what way shall we return? Will a man rob God? Yet you have robbed Me! But you say,
In what way have we robbed You? In tithes and offerings. Part of returning to the Lord is the
restoration of the offering of days of old! Not just our tithes but also our offerings.

Strong‘s Concordance states that the word used here for tithes is in fact translated as a tenth
(Strong’s 4643). While, the word offerings is translated as an offering to God or a contribution



(Strong’s 8641). These are two separate gifts that belong to the Lord. Malachi 3 is full of promises
for those who choose to return to the Lord with tithes and offerings; in verses 10-12 He promises to
open the windows of heaven and pour out for you such blessing that there will not be room enough
to receive it. And I will rebuke the devourer for your sakes, so that he will not destroy the fruit of
your ground, nor shall the vine fail to bear fruit for you in the field, says the Lord of hosts; and all
nations will call you blessed, for you will be a delightful land, says the Lord of hosts.

Wow! What promises we have! And to think that many of us are beginning to walk in the
revelation of the offerings that we are to bring to God during the feast seasons; and we can claim
that heaven will in fact pour out over us such a blessing that there will not be room enough to
receive it. I don’t know about you, but I am jumping on this opportunity. Apostle John Benefiel and
the Heartland Apostolic Prayer Network, with 45 unified states, are partnering with us to bring a
Passover offering, on behalf of our country, that will invoke the supernatural favor of God &and
you can join us and participate with this offering! The Word says that people are destroyed for lack
of knowledge (Hosea 4:6); but you and I are walking in the revelation of the opportunities we have
to follow God and reap a harvest in our lives, such a harvest that all will call us blessed. Such a
harvest that we can impact the Kingdom!
